The city of Dakota Dunes, as its name implies, is essentially built upon hundreds of feet
of sand. When the flood waters began to rise in early June, the entire community was forced to
evacuate. Not only was there danger of these homes being filled with water, but there
remained the question of whether the very foundations of these homes could survive the flood
watersC because they have been built upon sand. In fair weather and favorable circumstances,
we may be able to get by with such a foundation. But only a building upon a rock can provide
true security as the water deepens around us.

Jesus says that hearing His words and putting them into practice is like building a house
upon a rock, and not putting them into practice is like building upon the sand. The Via De Cristo
method of Piety, Study and Action, with weekly group reunions is precisely for this purpose of
building our lives upon the rock, instead of sand which can be washed away by the floods and
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All of this results in the words of Jesus put into action, as love and service to others flows out
from piety and study. A life of ongoing Piety, Study, and Action provides a solid rock foundation
for our lives, which can and will stand firm through all of the storms of life.
