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PALANCA TEAM GUIDELINES

The Secretariat has formulated some guidelines for palanca workers for our weekends. These guidelines are not meant
to prevent anyone from serving on a weekend but simply to present a workable solution to a potential problem.
First anyone who has attended a Via de Cristo weekend is eligible to work on the palanca team. You don't have to be
asked, all you have to do is submit an application form to your palanca rector prior to the weekend you wish to work on.
The palanca rectors will then send letters of acceptance to those who have been chosen to serve based on the following
selection process:

a] candidates from the previous year will be given first priority

b] those who are sponsoring candidates will be given second priority

c] those who can work the entire weekend will be asked next, followed by those who can commit to only part of the
weekend.
We would ask that people not plan to come in to work just for Saturday evening.
The palanca team members are asked to contribute the same amount as the candidates and team for meals and lodging
for the weekend. This may vary from one weekend to another but is currently set as $125.00 for the 3 days and 3
nights. Because some candidates are not able to pay the full amount, we need to ask team and palanca to please
contribute the suggested amount, more if possible.

Palanca rectors are asked to limit the total number of palanca workers to 40 people (including
Spiritual Directors, rectors, captains, etc.)
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
